Pearl Kim had a very compelling personal
and professional story to tell. Pearl decided
to major in law in college after she was the
victim of a crime and was unhappy with how
the prosecutor handled her case. Aftera
career as a prosecutor, Pearl joined the staff
of the PA Attorney General. While there she
focused on combating human trafficking. According to Pearl, human
trafficking includes immigrants who have been brought into this coun-
try with the promise of a good life but then were forced against their
will to do work such as prostitution. She further went on to say PA
has broadened the definition of human trafficking to include, for exam-
ple, inducing a teen into prostitution by offering drugs. Pearl told a
