November 29, 2018 Program:  
Jerry Frost

Jerry Frost, Professor 

Emeritus at Swarthmore 

College, said at the start 

of his talk that some 

people think religion 

causes wars, and some 

think religion reduces 

wars.  Jerry said both camps are correct.  He 

gave examples of both cases, but didn’t, as far 

as I could tell, indicate which statement was 

more accurate.  Jerry said that some wars that 

were nominally about religion actually were 

caused by other factors.   

 

The war and religion discussion seem 

increasingly relevant currently.  We have had a 

few centuries of conflicts that were about 

issues such as territory, economics, and 

ideology, but not religion.  I lived through 

Vietnam and Iraq 1 & 2, none of which were 

caused by religion.  Now religion seems to be 

at the forefront of all the hot conflicts, starting 

with Afghanistan.   

 

Jerry pointed out one glass half-full/half-empty 

statement – although all the major religions can 

be used to justify war, they call also be used to 

justify peace.  Let’s hope the latter 

interpretation becomes more predominant.
