Swarthmoreans love 

their library and I have a 

story to prove it.  When I 

retired, I decided I 

would volunteer at a few 

local organizations.  I 

sent a letter to the 

library saying I would 

like to volunteer.  In return, I received a letter 

stating they had all the volunteers they needed but 

I would be put on a “waiting list”.  Five years later I 

am still waiting.  

 

Amber Osbourne, the recently hired Director of the 

Library, supported the fact of Swarthmore’s love.  

She said our library has the highest circulation per 

resident of any library in Delaware County.  Last 

year the library had over 500 events attended by 

8,000 people.  I was surprised that 8% of 

circulation is eBooks.  The library has reason to 

appreciate Rotary Club of Swarthmore.  

 

In the last three years, we have awarded two 

grants to the library for a carpet in the children’s 

story room and for their entire stock of ebook 

readers.  Amber’s concerns are lack of space and 

possible cuts in state funding.  We can help by 1) 

serving on the Library Board, 2) speaking to 

Borough Council in support of the library, and 3) 

contributing money.  Evidently, volunteers are not 

needed
