If you were wondering what the Swarthmore borough Mayor
does, Mayor Marty Spiegel offered an explanation at the last
meeting. He also gave us a little history and overview of
Pennsylvania municipal government, including the fact that
the mayor of boroughs used to be called the burgess.

Fava, and Joe Lesniak

What did you do? -- We did yard work, raking, shrub trimming, cutting back
of overgrown areas, cleaning flower bed, mulching, and planting. We
disposed of all the leaves and brush in the woods.

Was there any interaction with CADES staff or patients? -- Yes, the ladies
came out to see the mums that we planted and took a photo with us. We
spoke to them, and they were please to see the flowers, but one would not
communiate with us - very simple interaction. I would just indicated that
they were pleased that we came to spruce up the property and plant
mums.

Why is it necessary for Rotary volunteers to do this work? -- I don't think I
would describe it as necessary, but given budget restrictions for Cades,
landscaping is not a high priority in the running of these homes - the
quality of life for the residents is.

I think the Rotarians that were
able to come out and help had a good time and enjoyed meeting the ladies
and their caregivers that work at the Tara House.
