Ford has avoided the crunch that
forced the other “Big 2" into
bankruptcy and financial support
from the US and to a lesser degree,
Canadian governments. They still
operate though, in the same
challenging economic times.

New car sales volume dropped by
roughly half and this year is
expected to be roughly 9.5 million
units in the US.

In 1980 Detroit had a 75% market
share — they now have 43%. Ford
has a larger market share but in a
smaller market. They are committed
to bring the products that today’'s
new car buyer is demanding.
