Hansjakob Werlen, a professor of
language at Swarthmore College,
spoke to us about the "Slow Food"
movement.

The movement was started by an

Slow food is the
opposite of fast food. The movement
believes that systematic change is
needed from production of foods to
their distribution and consumption.

The Slow Food movement has 3
principles about food: it should be
good cleanandfair food.

They believe that the food we eat
should taste good; that it should be
produced in a clean way that does
not harm the environment, animal
welfare or our health; and that food
producers should receive fair
compensation for their work.
