Steve Barnes, Associate Dean of Communications at 
Upenn’s Law School, asserted that voluntary organizations 
and activities related to “service above self” can importantly 
contribute to civil discourse. They allow people to 
transcend boundaries that can otherwise be divisive, such 
as politics. He described as illustration a joint service trip to 
Haiti with staffs of both former presidents Clinton and Bush 
41, during which cooperation reigned and ideology was never an issue. He 
also described the way in which a couple who lost their son on 9/11 rose 
above their grief to start schools in rural areas of Afghanistan. Steve 
encouraged the use of social and other media to promote such activities, 
garnering attention that can boost morale.
