Jennifer Petrichenko, 30, Rotaract Club of Cloverdale, British Columbia,
Canada: | once asked a Rotarian how my Rotaract club could help with an
upcoming project, and the event chair told me they could really use help with
the coat check. A typical misconception is that Rotaractors are young and
inexperienced. Some Rotarians I've met have had a hard time comprehend-
ing that I'm not a student and I'm in a professional career.
