She discussed the great progress 

that the CHA has made since it was reorganized in the early 

90’s as a result of a lawsuit filed by the residents of public 

housing in Chester.  Prior to the lawsuit, the housing was 

plagued by mismanagement and neglect.  Judge Norma Shapiro appointed a Receiver to  

operate the CHA. 

 

CHA has overseen the demolition of poor housing.  This included the Chester Towers high 

rise, a hotbed for crime.  It has also managed the construction of several new projects  

providing modern family housing.  These projects not only consist of housing but they also 

include retail establishments, parks, libraries, and community centers.  The CHA has its own

The CHA also addresses quality of living issues for its residents such as  
employment, drug rehab, and psychological counseling.  The residents participate in 
the decision-making.  For example, one community voted for a 9 pm curfew for all 
children less than 18 years old. 
 
The result of this effort has been: 

Lower crime 
Higher rent collection 
Improved housing stock 
A knock-on effect improving the quality of life for Chester City. 

Because of the efforts of the residents, the City of Chester, and the CHA, the US 
Dept. of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) raised CHA’s rating from “troubled” to 
“high performer”.
