Other facts:  A 7 kw system will cost $21,000 to install.  
A cheaper alternative is to install a battery backup sys-
tem that will provide a small amount of electricity in case 
of a power outage, which would have been handy about 
a month ago.  If you are concerned about the environ-
ment but also concerned about money then solar pan-
els on your roof is starting to make sense.
