Work with their parents so the parents buy into the programs and don’t try 
to hold the children back.  Don’t try to help everyone but develop “pockets 
of greatness” within the schools and communities.  This might help improve 
the culture in the school to one of  
learning and growing.  In response to a question about how to get parents 
involved, Arto said “everybody  responds to love”.  It was good to hear from 
someone who is on the frontline of promoting urban leadership but also 
good to hear all that our various Rotarians are doing on the same cause.
