Last Meeting’s Event:  
Bob Inman 
Is the recently enacted Philadelphia so-
da tax a good idea? Bob Inman, Profes-
sor of Economics at Wharton School of 
Business and advisor to Philadelphia 
mayors, thinks so. The money raised by 
the tax is (mostly) going towards Pre-K 
programs. He said the money spent on 
these programs has been shown in a number of studies to 
have a bigger impact on children’s success than money 
spent on K-12 education. The first step in the strategy to 
enact the soda tax law was to convince the public and the 
council of the benefit of the Pre-K program.

The next step was to demonstrate that the soda tax 
was the best way to finance it. Bob contributed to the 
campaign by arguing in an op-ed column that the so-
da tax was better than increasing the income, proper-
ty, or sales taxes. The soda tax was also sold as a 
“sin tax”, that is, a tax on something that is bad for us. 
We are all opposed, at least in public of course, to 
things that are bad for us.
