Moorea and Huahine, and saw many culturally significant but unfathomable
ancient stones, some carved into figures, some standing in groups, some
arranged into platforms or low walls. Gudmund showed slides of quaint
churches, old buildings, Bloody Mary's Restaurant, flower-eating land crabs,
large green-eyed eels, and lovely beaches, but no slides of beautiful women
enjoying the beaches in the French style.
